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Field experiments were conducted to determine if timely applications of organic herbicides would improve in-row weed control without reducing yield in irrigated and non-irrigated peanut.
There were inconsistent trends in pod yield from the repeated organic herbicide applications when combined over cultivars. The inconsistencies and high input costs warrant further evaluation of how to best utilize these products in peanut.
